Only sparkling wines produced in the Champagne region of France may be so named. Utilizing a 

process called "Méthode  Champenoise", it begins like any other wine, but upon bottling, extra yeast 
and sugar are added causing a secondary fermentation. The bottles are tapped and turned over time, 
a process called "riddling". Eventually, the dead yeast cells, called "lees", settle into the neck of the 

bottle. At the appropriate time, the neck is frozen, the cap is removed and the lees pop out, a process 
called "disgorging". A "dosage" of fresh wine is added to top off the bottle before it is sealed. Voila! 

Predominant grapes are Chardonnay, Pinot Noir and Pinot Meunier.

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French Red, Burgundy 
 A full understanding of the world of Burgundy is a vast undertaking, indeed. Located in eastern 

France, Burgundy consists of five major regions. Red wines dominate the Côte d' Or and Beaujolais. 
The Côte d' Or is further divided into the Côte de Nuits to the north and Côte de Beaune to the south. 

In the Côte d' Or, Pinot Noir prevails, while the Gamay grape dominates in Beaujolais. Burgundy 
vineyards make up some 60,000 acres of production, in an area made up of  tiny villages surrounded 

by both flat and sloped vineyards. The weather is very unpredictable, creating a lot of variation 
between Burgundian vintages. In northern Burgundy exists a hierarchical system of classification. 

Wines of the highest ranking are Grand Cru, followed by Premier Cru (1er Cru). These wines come 
from specific vineyard sites that typically produce exceptional wines. Next are the Village wines, then 
the District wines and finally Bourgogne wines, which may come from anywhere within the boundaries

The best wines are classified as DOC (Denominazione di Origine Controllata) or DOCG 

(Denominazione di Origine Controllata et Garantita). These classifications are controlled by strict 
laws, governing what grapes can be used as well as other specific wine production practices. IGT 

(Indicazione Geografica Tipica) is a third classification that was created when some wine producers 
began making wine outside of "traditional" practices. Some of these wines are commonly known as 

Super Tuscans. Barolo and Barbaresco, both made from the Nebbiolo grape, come from the 
Piedmont region in Northwest Italy. The Barbera grape is also used extensively in Piedmont. From the 

northeast Veneto region comes Valpolicella and Amarone di Valpolicella, made primarily from the 
Corvina grape. In Central Italy is Tuscany, the home of Chianti. Nearby is Montalcino, responsible for 

Brunello di Montalcino and Rosso de Montalcino. The Sangiovese grape is the star here.

"Denominación de Origen", or D.O. label. This quality control system guarantees the origin, the class 
of grapes, and the  methods employed to produce the wines. There are many D.O. regions and the 

wines take their name from those regions.  Additionally, each D.O. has specific grapes that are 
permitted for winemaking. Commonly used grapes include Tempranillo, Garnacha, Cabernet 

Sauvignon, Malbec, and Merlot . Additionally, D.O. are further classified as Joven, Crianza, Reserva 
and Gran Reserva, determined by length and method of aging.

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- Meritage, Bordeaux Blends -
U.S. regulations stipulate that in order for a wine to labeled as a specific grape varietal, it must 

contain at least 75% of that varietal. A name was needed for those wines that did not meet that 
criteria. In 1988, a group of American vintners formed The Meritage Association to identify 

hand-crafted wines blended from the traditional "noble" Bordeaux varietals including: Cabernet 
Sauvignon, Merlot, Cabernet Franc, Malbec and Petit Verdot. A red Meritage (rhymes with heritage) 

must be made from at least two of these grapes (or the less well known St. Macaire, Gros Verdot, and 
Carmenere), and while no single varietal may comprise more than 90% of the blend, the actual 

percentages of the various grapes vary widely. You may indeed see "Meritage" on the label, while 
others will refer to them as simply  "Red Wine", "Red Table Wine", etc. In fact, we occasionally see 
blended wines that do in fact meet the 75% criteria but yet are labeled as "Red Table Wine" or the 

like. Confused?  Don’t be!  Just enjoy the juice.

Dessert Wines certainly can complement a deliciously sweet after dinner treat, or will often serve as the 

dessert itself. Dessert wines are generally quite sweet and are not typically drunk in large quantities - a small 
glass is plenty. They are not all about sweetness, though. Many exhibit enormous complexity, with flavors of 

honey, tart citrus notes and sweet floral aromas. The best dessert wines can be extraordinarily expensive. The 
processes employed to produce these wines are costly and time-consuming, and the yields are very low.

- Port -
Ports are fortified wines, made from the grape varieties that grow in the Duoro River Valley in northern 

Portugal. A “fortified” wine is one to which additional alcohol has been added, typically brandy. The additional 
sweetness and higher alcohol preserves the wines and contributes to the flavor. Ports from different grapes and 
different years may all be blended to achieve the desired flavors and aromas. Aging in wooden casks will also 

lend tremendous character to the finished port. There are several styles of port: Ruby Port shows bright red hue 
and full fruity taste. Tawny Port has a deep, mahogany color and a drier, nutty taste. Aged Tawny can be 

labeled 10, 20, 30 or 40 years, and may actually contain much older ports - the age on the label reflects the 
average age of the ports in the blend. LBV Ports (Late-Bottled Vintage) is made from a single vintage, aged four 

to six years in wood. Vintage Port represents the best of the best. The vintage year must be of exceptional 
quality in order for it to be officially declared a Vintage year. Vintage Ports are bottled after two years in wood 

and can age many years in the bottle. Ports are wonderful after dinner, nicely complementing cheese, nuts and 
dried fruit.
